Evaluation of REHAB project graduates.

Within the framework of the project Innovative Rehabilitation Education -
Introduction of new master degree programs in Ukraine” (REHAB) No. 598938-
EPP-1-2018-1-LV-EPPKA2-CBHE-JP of the Erasmus + program, funded by the
European Union, the first graduation of two-year masters took place master's



program.
For three weeks (May 24 - June 18, 2021) there were defenses of master's theses,
passing theoretical exams and testing of practical OSKI at the Department of
Physical Therapy and Occupational Therapy LSUPC named after |. Boberskyj.
Curiosity and diversity of topics was presented at presentations, confirmed by
meaningful reports, answers to numerous questions of the commission during the
defense of master's theses.

84 master's theses were defended, all defenses were successful.
In the second stage, students took a comprehensive exam for two days, answering
test tasks in all disciplines, which were read to them during 2 years of study. All
students also passed the theoretical exam. The pilot approbation project with
OSCE was also successful, the undergraduates received excellent experience and
the opportunity to show their practical skills, which they acquired throughout their
studies.

In general, all exams were successful and students completed their studies.
According to the conclusions of the state attestation commission, graduates of the
Faculty of Physical Therapy and Occupational Therapy specialty 227 "Physical
Therapy, Occupational Therapy" (OS-Master) of Ivan Boberskyj Lviv State
University of Physical Culture have a sufficient level of knowledge to perform
professional duties in physical therapy and occupational therapy.
